TheThe children will draw, paint and make 
collage pictures of themselves, their families 
and adventures into space. They will 
develop their imagination and role play 
skills through small world and puppet play. 
They will learn Nursery Rhymes, songs 
about Harvest and Christmas. They will 
have opportunities to explore the sounds 
they can make with different instruments. 
 

 

RECEPTION Autumn 2025 
Our topics this term  

‘3,2,1, Lift Off!’ 
Self-identity and space exploration are our themes 

during this term. 
The children’s interests will continually be used 
to inform the direction which our theme takes. 

 

 

 Personal, Social and Emotional 
Development 

The children will develop their confidence 
within Nursery and their friendships with 
other children. They will learn how to select 
and use the resources within our indoor and 
outdoor environment. We will encourage 
the children to discuss their feelings. They 
will be encouraged to share and take turns 
within their play. They will begin to develop 
an awareness of things that are important 
to them and other people as they think 
about ‘Celebrations’ and their community. 
The children will develop their independence 
in eating, drinking, brushing teeth, dressing 
and toileting 

 

Mathematics  
During this term we will be developing the 
children’s ability to count, recognise and order 
numbers to 10 and beyond. We will also be 
introducing subitising, recognising small 
quantities without counting. The children will 
continue their development of the names of 
shapes, their characteristics and sizes as they 
use shapes to make pictures and models.  
 

 

Communication and Language 
The children will be encouraged to join 
in with circle times as they talk about 
their likes and dislikes and what makes 
them special. There will be lots of 
emphasis on listening to stories and 
sharing books. The children will re-tell 
and make up their own stories using our 
role-play areas and use puppets, props 
and costumes. 

Understanding the World  
The children will be encouraged to share their family 
experiences with the class during circle times. The 
children will explore similarities and differences in 
relation to each other and their families and what 
makes them unique. We will celebrate birthdays, 
Harvest and Christmas. The children will investigate 
and develop their IT skills using our interactive 
panels. The children will develop an understanding of 
different cultures and religions.  

  

Literacy  
Daily sharing and reading of quality story books 
such as ‘There Is no Place like Space’ and 
‘Goodnight Spaceman’. We will also have a daily 
phonics session, following Oxford Reading Tree’s 
‘Floppy’s Phonics’ programme. 
The children will be encouraged to put meaning to 
the marks they make as they draw, write and paint. 
As well as writing their names and some other 
simple familiar words, if ready. We will continue to 
develop a love of literacy through Drawing Club. 

  

 

Physical Development  
Small equipment such as pegboards, 
threading, dough gym, scissors and pencil 
control activities will be used to develop the 
children’s fine motor skills. During PE we will 
be improving the children’s throwing and 
catching skills using balls, bean bags, etc. We 
will also be looking at how we can stay 
healthy in our PSED lessons. 

 

How you can help 
Share books and stories regularly and ask your child 
questions about what you have read. Help your child 
learn their sounds and tricky words when these are 
sent home. Practise writing their name, showing them 
the correct letter formation. Help your child learn to 
count, recognise and order numbers to ten and beyond.
